It’s no secret that Jackson history has played a major role in the development of the region and the state. From the first state prison to what 
was once the largest stop on the Detroit-to-Chicago rail line, little pieces of Michigan history are waiting to be uncovered at our museums. 

Ella Sharp Museum

Art, history, and science come together 
at the Ella Sharp Museum. Enjoy art 
exhibits, exploring the night sky and 
historic house tours as you visit our 
galleries, planetarium, and Ella’s house. 

Michigan Whitetail Hall
of Fame Museum

One of Jackson’s most unique museums, there’s 
living deer feeding and the US's largest chainsaw 
and farm implement collection, and more than 50 
Boone and Crockett world record buck racks.

Lost Railway Museum

Go back to the time before paved streets to the era 
of the electric Interurban railway system. This 
nearly forgotten mode of transportation connected 
rural areas to larger cities for the �rst time.

Grass Lake Area Historical 
Society / Coe House Museum

Built in 1871 in the Tuscan Vernacular 
style, the Coe House has been converted 
into a museum that highlights turn of the 
century life in a small village. Changing 
exhibits foster return visits.

Tompkins Historical Stewart
Farm Museum

The Stewart property features a farmhouse museum, rug looms 
and black smith demonstrations, two frontier cabins, an 1880’s 
school house, a working windmill, and 3.1 miles of nature trails

Ye Ole Carriage Shop

Before Detroit, Jackson ruled the automobile world. See 16 
Jackson cars (�ve one-and-only) and many other classics, 
original Coca-Cola soda shop, retro-kitchen, motorcycles, 
oil and gas memorabilia, pedal cars, and much more.

Hanover-Horton Area Historical Society

The complex includes Conklin Museum and Heritage Park. 
Conklin Museum showcases 100 restored reed organs, local 
artifacts, and hands-on activities. Heritage Park boasts an 
Antique Farm Equipment Barn, maple sugar shack, sawmill, 
log cabin and barn, gardens, and woodland walking trail. 

Mann House

Built in 1883, the Mann House is an 
excellent example of middle-class 
Victorian architecture. The home is 
adorned with an impressive marbleized 
slate �replace and furnished with late 19th 
century heirlooms from the Mann family.

Waterloo Farm Museum

The Waterloo Farm Museum provides 
a glance into 19th century pioneer life. 
Highlights include a farmhouse, log 
home, woodworking and blacksmith's 
shop, and wooden windmill.

Dewey School Museum

This one-room schoolhouse was 
built in the mid-1800s and held 
classes until 1956. Demonstrations 
show the typical day for a student.
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Built in 1832, the Walker Tavern is part of an 
80-arce state park. Visitors can tour the site’s three 
historic buildings, view exhibits about tourism and 
enjoy the natural landscape of the Irish Hills.
